After working with Larry for the past year and a half, she feels his 

performance, willingness and knowledge, make Larry the perfect candidate for the 

3% merit increase.  

 

Discussion was raised by Councilwoman Mclean that a 3% increase should be 

given across the board after reviewing other employees’ evaluations who were 

also rated well. She commented that currently there isn’t a process in place 

explaining to the employees why they did not receive a merit raise if they were 

rated well.   The Mayor expressed that the Supervisors are supposed to be making 

the decision on merit raises for the employees who report to them.   

 

Council Action:  Councilwoman Cuchens recommended a 3% Merit Increase be approved for 

Larry Tuggle.  Councilwoman Laird seconded the motion.  All ayes; motion carried. 

 

Council Action: Councilwoman McLean made a motion that due to procedures not being in place, 

that Council give a 3% increase across the board.  Councilman Farris seconded the motion.  3 

nays (Cuchens/Brannon/Laird) and two ayes (McLean/Farris). Motion failed.

 Councilwoman Cuchens has asked City Clerk Podraza to report on the lightning 

insurance claims that were submitted.  City Accountant Zills reported that she was 

given a file by the last Clerk that is incomplete.  The Council directed the City 

Clerk to check the Park’s Director’s office to see if there may be information on 

the claims.

 Councilwoman Cuchens reported on recent meetings she attended and provided 

information regarding each meeting topic.   

 

Councilwoman Cuchens recommended that Council approve the formation of a 

small committee to look at future growth and current/immediate needs with water 

and sewer rates.  After discussion between Council members and the City 

Attorney, it was decided that a committee would not be formed at this time.
